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Lent - The Guided Journey              By Pastor Allen 
 

     The late George Burns starred in a series of three movies from 1977-1984 in which he played the role of God. My favor-
ite one was the 1984 offering, ñOh God, You Devil;ò thatôs the one in which he played the dual role of both God and the 
Devil (known as Harry O. Tophat in the film). What I found so fascinating about this fantasy flick of the divine struggle for 
human souls is that there was such a fine line between the sacred and profane.  
     To be sure, these movies were comedies. However, the dual portrayal, as I remember it, was symbolic of the original sin 
to which Adam and Eve fell prey: that they, by disobeying Godôs command, could become like God, knowing good and evil. 
With shades of Dr. Faust and The Devil and Daniel Webster, Tophat pretends to be God-like in order to ruin Godôs relation-
ship with his human creations by tempting them to be God-like themselves. In this movie, a song-writer is tempted to be-
come a rock star. 
     As we enter the season of Lent this month, we once again find ourselves on a spiritual journey with Jesus. He is our 
guide on this holy excursion. Jesus completes his spiritual pilgrimage to the cross; in spite of threats of evil, suffering, and 
death, Jesus stays his course. We, too, must struggle between good and evil in our lifeôs travel; Jesus guides us to over-
come anything that would detour us from reaching our journeyôs end. 
      The greatest challenge in completing the lifelong journey is making sure that our guide is indeed the Spirit of our Lord. 
Such spiritual guidance enables us to seek what God wants for us rather than what we want for ourselves. We can sell our 
soul to a wannabe God for lots of things on this side of the grave with little thought of the consequence that awaits us on 
the other side.  
      Because such a test is always before us, having a season of Lent on an annual basis is an opportunity to renew our-
selves to seek the Holy Spiritôs guidance as seen in the mission and ministry of Jesus. God provides us with these sacred 
times so that those profane moments that would separate us from God have no power over us. 
      At the end of the movie, Tophat is irritating God with threats of more mischief and evil. In response, God says, ñYouôre 
impossible.ò to which Tophat replies (looking into the camera at the audience), ñBelieve me, Iôm possible.ò As we travel 
through our journey this Lent, we pray, in the Lordôs Prayer, that God would indeed ñsave us from the time of trial and de-
liver us from evil.ò  
        

       Let us pray. Almighty God, as we enter this season of Lent, we thank you for sending us your Son to complete his jour-
ney to the cross and to save us from our sins. By the power of the Holy Spirit, increase in us a greater desire to follow in our 
Lordôs footsteps and to complete our final journey to eternal life, won for us by the death and resurrection of our Lord and 
Savior, Jesus Christ, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen.
