We have now received our occupancy permit which allows us to begin limited use 
while the contractors and professional 
cleaners put on the finishing 
touches.   Volunteer teams for a final 

cleaning are scheduled for May 16 from noon - 4 pm. Come with a bucket, 
sponge and a roll of paper towels to get a first glimpse of the building! 

While we celebrate the completion of this important project, please review your 
financial support of the capital campaign and consider making a contribution 
now. We need to collect between $60-70,000 before mid-June to stay within our 
approved line of credit of $1.8 million. Additional monies received above this will 
reduce our loan balance, saving considerable interest over the life of the loan. 
Whether you have pledged toward the current campaign or not, contributions of 
any size would be greatly appreciated. 

Once all the bills have been paid, we will begin making monthly mortgage    
payments. We expect the monthly payment to be between $11-12,000. Please  
consider spreading out your contributions and making them more frequently if   
possible to help us meet our monthly obligation. Again, diligence toward the 
pledges we've already made plus any other gifts as we are able would be greatly 
appreciated.
