However, the third creed to which all Lutheran pastors must also subscribe in their ordination vows is the Athanasian Cree
Not many know about or may have ever recited this creed in the course of worship life. In fact, the study committemivhext asse
the newEvangelical Lutheran Worshipymnal and also, the publishersSiindays and Seasems ELCA worship resource, has
excluded the Athanasian Creed from their final editing and also, as a suggested option for worship. Still it is impodantty
this creed needs to be included in Lutheran worship and church life.

The Athanasian Creed came into being between the fifth and sixth centuries, A.D. It is named in honor of Athanasius (296
373), Bishop of Alexandria during the fourth century, A.D. Athanasius was an early church Father who defended the Nicéng Cree
statements about the Trinity. Because the Athanasian Creed also dealt with confessions about the Trinity and the Tefo Natures
Christ, the third and final creed bears his name.

The exact origin of the Athanasian Creed is not known. At first, some thought that Athanasius had written the creed himsel
But the fact is that Athanasius wrote in the Gr eet#wadwaithgua
ten in Latin and addressed false doctrine that had developed in the fifth century. This suggests its dating to be atheosyeans
after Athanasius had died. Today most scholars have concluded that other writers from tHatéater, such as Caesarius of Ar-
les, or Vincent of Lerins, were the real authors..

When the Reformation was in full swing in thé"@ntury, Martin Luther himself once stated that he knew of only three
statements of faith: The Nicene Creed, TeeDeuntCanticle and the Athanasian Creed. Because of its unique reference to the Trin-
ity, Lutherans used this creed on Holy Trinity Sunday (the first Sunday after Pentecost) and continued to do so foaftenturies
ward.

So, even though some would argue against the Athanasian Creed on Holy Trinity Sunday (this year on 06/07/09), God en:
courages us to stay in touch with the tradition that gave shape to two of the most significant doctrines to which vie @onfess
faith.

Let us pray. O Eternal Father, in our worship and life, we confess you to be one God in three Persons and affirm bpth the
divine and human natures of Christ Jesus our Savior. We thank you for the saints who so wonderfully and faithfullyvesorded t
great teachings in the form of the Athanasian Creed. Now empower us to give witness to our faith, relying on the saofrypgrace
Son and the enlightening direction of your Holy Spirit in this time and place; for you remain one God, now and forever. Amen.
