Labor Day Sunday Alive with Mission Reunions!  

  The large meeting room upstairs was teeming with 
young and old to enjoy a mini fiesta. The food was delicious 
as always and many had come to greet Pastor Bill McKay. 
He was asked to present his view of what is important for 
successful youth activity in the congregation. "The program 
must define a purpose that the group wants to work to-
wards." The Youth Group active at the time the Baja trip 
was in the developing stages found excitement in the idea 
of presenting a musical. So much so, they gathered every 
Sunday night for learning and practice. Overheard in the 
halls after the forum,"Most of us had no previous experi-
ence singing before an audience. If we needed an instru-
ment, Bill taught the boys a few important chords. A drum-
mer was recruited and so it became a group!" They had 
fundraising tasks - spaghetti  suppers, car wash, "buy a 
slave offerò and managed, with the help of the other kids 
and adults of the congregation, to make the trip.   
  Singing performances across the route to and from 
Baja, they helped at a Lutheran Orphanage in Baja for four 
days. Transportation was two RV's for 17 people. The cost 
of the trip came to $2,300! Thanks to congregations that 
invited them to stay and play, many friends were made. We 
wondered if such a trip could be accomplished today.  
  There was such joy in the happy voices of this re-
union group 31 years later. The adults that assisted in 
preparation were Jan Kaiser Fraser and Judy Johnston who 
rode down to Baja and flew home. Lynn Kamuda, Lois 
Pertle and Dave Benson had active chaperone roles to sup-
port Pastor Bill. When they all returned home, they felt a 
need to be of service to those in our midst and the follow up 
project became the beginnings of the Glen Ellyn Food Pan-
try. Well done oh good and faithful servants! 
  Roger Plant and Josh Lawrence shared their ex-
periences as helpers in the part of New Orleans most dev-
astated by Hurricane Katrina. They were digging holes to 
build reinforcements under unstable houses, which was 
reminiscent of the Costa Rica trip when folks were digging 
trenches for a septic field at a village that needed assis-
tance.  
  Exotic trips sound romantic, but when the concept 
of mission is added, basic needs of the people involve rela-
tionships in another culture, working side by side to make a 
small community more healthy and to share with them 
prayer and worship as well. Chuck and Jan Miller have 
been initiators of three Costa Rican trips which have been 
paid for by individuals who participate. They provide inter-
generational opportunities - ages have ranged from 10 to 
71! Families have found such experiences unique and 
bonding. 
  Stacey and Judy Wagner along with Rodger Plant 
were participants in this year's ELCA Youth Gathering in 
New Orleans. "Shaped By Jesus, Justice, Jazz" They trav-
elled by bus with other groups from Wheaton and Villa 
Park. Youth gatherings are held in cities with large and 
small hotels and coliseums that can hold 36,000 people for 
large group meetings an worship. There are service work 
experiences, study groups and major entertainment 
throughout these mega events 

We pray that our young disciples' outreach in 
many areas of the world will live on and that 
those they have met will feel a sense of hope 

encouragement from their connections!
