Have you watched the news lately, oh letôs say within the last . . . 10 years or so? A rather ridiculous question, sure but 
hereôs my point. As the years progressed, in one thirty minute news program, how many words are spoken that are good, 
positive or uplifting?

And the more we prac-
tice it, the bigger it becomes. 
 
Scripture deals quite a bit with the tongue, ñLikewise the tongue is a small part of the body but makes great boasts.ò (James 
3:5NIV).  ñNo man can tame the tongue. It is a restless evil, full of deadly poison.ò (James 3:8NIV). And, ñThe tongue has 
the power of life and death and those who love it will eat its fruit.ò (Proverbs 18:21).  Could there then be any hope for our 
poor little tongues? Thank God there is: ñThe mouth of a righteous man utters wisdom and his tongue speaks what is 
just.ò (Psalm 37:30NIV).  And ñWhen words are many, sin is not absent, but he who holds his tongue is wise.ò (Proverbs 
10:19 NIV). But sadly I think the Scripture that best describes the world is, ñWith the tongue we praise our Lord and Father 
and with it we curse men who have been made in Godôs likeness.ò (James 3:9 NIV).  
 
Our God is holy and as Christôs followers, we are expected to be holy also. ñBe holy because I, the Lord your God, am 
holy.ò (Leviticus 19:2 NIV). And it starts with our minds being renewed daily in Godôs word to feed our tongue the goodness 
that should flow out from it.
