Pastor Robin Currie is Off to India!  

Pastor Robin Currie has given up her Chinese chopsticks for an opportunity to work in mission in Dharmashal, 
India, from May 14 to June 5 with a group called Cross Cultural Solutions.  Her 3-week mission work will be in 
lower Dharamsala with the Hindi poulation. The Tibetan Buddhist roots of Dharamsala stretch back into the 8th 
century, although most of the local population long since reverted to (and remains) Hindu. Much of the town was 
destroyed in the 7.8 magnitude earthquake of April 1905, which killed over 10,000 people in this sparsely popu-
lated area.  After falling into obscurity in the early days of Indian independence, Dharamsala regained some so-
cial standing in 1959 with the arrival of the Dalai Lama and the Tibetan Government in Exile. 
 

The town is divided into two distinct areas that are separated by a ten minute (9 km.) bus/jeep ride: Dharamsala 
itself (or Lower Dharamsala), a typical small Indian town that, other than for the bus station, is of little interest to 
tourists, and Upper Dharamsala, known more commonly as McLeod Ganj (named after David McLeod, once the 
British Lieutenant-Governor of Punjab). It is this upper district that is home to the Tibetan community and the 
center of tourist activity. 
 

Pastor Robin will be working at the Anganwadi Day Care center.  Its mission is to: 

 

1. Lay the foundation for the proper psychological, physical and social development of the child 
2. Improve the nutritional and health status of children below the age of six years 
3. Reduce the incidence of mortality, morbidity, malnutrition and school  
4. Achieve effective coordination of policy and implementation among departments to promote child development. 
5. Enhance the capability of the mother to look after normal health, nutritional and development needs of the 
child, through community education.  
 

On her first day she sang songs and read stories to seven 2-3 year-olds:  "I started at 9:15 and by 9:30 the 
teacher said, 'OK - you go ahead and do what you want.' I ran through every song I had listed, all the pictures I 
had cut and put in photo albums. By the end, 6 of the 7 children were responding - doing 'hands in front, hands 
behind...' and the last one actually gave a little twitch that might have been a smile. (Sort of like what Bob makes 
when I get mooooving on the cow jokes...) At noon we ended and I felt like I had done a week's worth of teach-
ing. I hope they want to hear the same things tomorrow."
